Furthermore, I urge you to invoke
the provision under Section 9 of West Bengal Maintenance of
Public Order Act, 1972, (Penalty for Subversive Acts) read with
Section 2(g) defining a 'Subversive act' (to endanger public safety and
tranquillity), and Section 15A (Mischief and Compensation), along
with any other applicable sections of the law of the land.

Simultaneously, I request you to take stringent action specifically
invoking Section 66A, Section 69A (Power to issue directions for
blocking), Section 66F (Cyber Terrorism), and Section 79

(Intermediary Liability) under the Information Technology Act,
2000.

He has consistently delivered such statements primarily during
various election rallies—such as those in Basanti, Arambagh, and
Ranibandh—which has generated widespread tension within the
current political climate of the state. He has repeatedly and single
handedly incited and provoked the general public. As a responsible
Member of Parliament, is it at all acceptable for him to deliver such
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speeches _accompanied by an _arrogant and aggressive demeanour
apainst the Republic of India and its State?.

I, therefore, most respectfully begs to state that a thorough and
comprehensive investigation be immediately initiated into this
matter, and the findings be formally presented before the Hon'ble
Court for necessary legal action keeping in view of the above-

mentioned abominable incidents and activities of the above-
named miscreant.

I, RAJIB SARKAR, hereby submit this written compliant which
should be treated as a formal First Information Report (FIR)
against Shri Abhishek Banerjee, S/o Shri Amit Banerjee, residing
at Shantiniketan Building, 188, Harish Mukherjee Road, Kolkata -
700026, West Bengal, under the aforementioned sections of the law
as it seriously infringes the statutory provisions of the law which are
meant to uphold the safety, security and sovereignty of the Union of

India and its States. I am setting forth the appropriate legal
grounds for this complaint below.

Under the Representation of the People Act, 19351, there are
explicit and highly significant legal and democratic imperatives for
classifying any threatening, provocative, or vindictive remarks made
during an election campaign as illegal and a punishable offense.

The primary objective of the Representation of the People Act,
1951, is to ensure free, fair, and peaceful elections across the nation.

The principal reasons why vindictive statements are deemed unlawful
in the eyes of this legislation are outlined below:

1. Violation of Free Voting Rights: The bedrock of democracy lies in
the ability of voters to exercise their franchise freely and in an
environment devoid of fear. If any political leader or candidate issues
vindictive threats such as "we will see after the elections" or "you will
have to face the consequences,” it instils a deep-seated fear in the
minds of the general electorate, as well as opposition workers and
supporters. The law construes this as 'Undue Influence,' as it exerts
psychological coercion, thereby impeding the voters' ability to make
independent decisions.

2. Disrupting the Level Playing Field: In an electoral process, all
political parties and candidates are entitled to equal rights and
opportunities. However, when a powerful individual or a leader of the
ruling party issues threats of retribution, it fundamentally obstructs
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the campaign efforts and democratic activities of the opposition
candidates. This entirely dismantles the 'level playing field' of the
election, which stands in direct violation of the Representation of the
People Act.

3. Electoral Corrupt Practice: Section 123 of the Representation of the
People Act provides a comprehensive definition of a "Corrupt Practice.’
Corruption in this context is not limited merely to purchasing votes
through money or inducements. Coercing an individual to cast their
vote or intimidating them into abstaining from voting constitutes an
equivalent electoral corrupt practice. Threats of political vendetta fall
squarely within the purview of such corrupt practices, the
consequence of which can even extend to the disqualification of the
candidate.

4. Incitement to Violence and Lawlessness: The political atmosphere
is inherently volatile during election periods. At such a critical
juncture, vindictive or incendiary remarks from a top-tier leader can
directly instigate their followers to take the law into their own hands.
Consequently, this creates an imminent risk of political clashes,
bloodshed, and a severe breakdown of the law-and-order situation—
acts that are strictly prohibited under Section 125 of the BNS.

5. Maintaining Social Harmony: Frequently, vindictive political rhetoric
is specifically targeted at individuals belonging to a particular group,
community, or region. This sows’ seeds of deep division and animosity
within society. The Representation of the People Act outlaws any
action that propagates hatred among the citizens of India on the basis
of caste, religion, race, or political ideology.

6. Violation of the solemn oath of office of a Member Of
Parliament: A violation of the solemn oath of office by a Member of
Parliament (MP) in India occurs when a member breaks their pledge to
bear true faith and allegiance to the Constitution, uphold the
sovereignty and integrity of India, and faithfully discharge their duties.
While the oath is a binding fundamental code of conduct, legal
interpretations often categorize breaches as political or ethical issues.
Engaging in actions that promote hatred, contempt, or disaffection
toward the government established by law, or attacking the integrity of
India constitutes the offence of Betrayal of Public Trust.

Therefore, in the light of the aforementioned facts and
circumstances, I, Rajib Sarkar, urge you to formally record this
letter of complaint and treat this letter of complaint as an FIR
